This class is for children who have little or no experience 
with English.  Parents attend this class with their children 
and play an important part in helping their children learn 
English.  Children learn English through songs, finger 
plays, art projects, and games.  The first 20 minutes of 
class will be for play and informal interaction in English.  
The remaining time will include  formal instruction and 
corresponding activities.

3 1/2–5 Year-Olds 
M, W, F:  1:30—3:30 pm, 1588 Cram Circle 
Children in this age group learn basic   English vocabu-
lary, listening and speaking skills, and U.S. culture 
through   songs,    art  projects,     and   games.  
PLEASE NOTE:  If your child is only 3 1/2 years old and 
has had little experience attending preschool, we recom-
mend that you attend the  2—3 1/2 Year-Olds class with 
your child first, before registering him/her in this class.

This class is for children attending kindergarten and first 
grade.  Basic English vocabulary and U.S. culture will be 
taught through songs, art projects, games, and other 
activities.  Listening and speaking skills will be empha-
sized, but basic reading and writing will also be included.

Afterschool Workshop for  Kids  & Teens 
M, W:  4:15—5:45 pm,  250 & 252, NWCC 
This workshop is for children in 2nd thru 5th grades as 
well as for middle and high school-aged students.     It is 
designed to accommodate all levels of English language 
ability (beginning, intermediate, and advanced).  The 
teacher will assess each student’s language level and 
needs.  Elementary-school-aged children will be in a 
different group from middle and high school-aged stu-
dents.  The students will participate in various individual 
and group activities to practice and improve their English 
in fun, interesting, and creative ways.  They can also 
receive some help with their homework from school.

This beginning level course is for people who have 
learned some basic English vocabulary and gram-
mar.

Class participants will learn about 
and practice language and customs that can help 
them feel more comfortable participating in conversa-
tional and social situations.  Topics this semester will 
include family, food, and likes and dislikes.

English for Everyday Life   
M, W, F:  1:30—3:30  pm,  Room 114, NWCC 
This beginning to intermediate level course is for 
people who have learned some basic English vo-
cabulary and grammar.  However, they still have 
great difficulty understanding and speaking English.  
They especially have problems conducting everyday 
tasks in English, such as going shopping and visiting 
the doctor.  Participants in this class will receive in-
struction and practice in performing daily tasks in 
English.  They will also receive some information on 
the Ann Arbor community and surrounding areas.

Everyday Conversation 
Th:  6:45—8:45 pm, Room 114,  NWCC 
Practice your conversation skills! Talk about topics 
and situations that occur in daily life.  This beginning 
to intermediate level course is for people who have 
learned some basic English vocabulary and gram-
mar.     However,  they still have difficulty under-
standing and speaking English in daily tasks and 
social situations.  Class participants will learn and 
practice language and customs that can help them 
communicate in daily life.

Intermediate Conversation 
M, W:  4:15—5:45 pm, Room 114, NWCC  
This intermediate level course is for learners who 
can speak and understand basic spoken English.  
They can participate in general conversations, but 
they would like more instruction, practice, and cul-
tural information to help them make conversation 
and handle various social situations more easily.  
Topics this semester include expressing feelings and 
non-verbal gestures.
